Scriptures
The following are some scriptures that help me to understand the doctrines of grace. Please note, these are not necessarily the scriptures used to establish the doctrine, these are just my own list. They do not follow any logical order.
Salvation is open to all
If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink. He that believeth on me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water.

John 7:37-38

For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed. For there is no difference between the Jew and the Greek: for the same Lord over all is rich unto all that call upon him.  For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.

Rom 10:9-13

Two very clear scriptures, among others, showing that salvation is open to all.
The gift of faith and repentance
But I said unto you, That ye also have seen me, and believe not. All that the Father giveth me shall come to me; and him that cometh to me I will in no wise cast out. For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me. And this is the Father's will which hath sent me, that of all which he hath given me I should lose nothing, but should raise it up again at the last day. And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day.

John 6:36-40

Jesus says that though they have seen him, they don't believe. And goes on to say: All who the Father gives to Him will definitely come to Him, He does not make it dependant on their unbelief or lack of faith. He does not seem to depend on their own ability to quicken themselves to faith and repentance, but He is the One working faith in them. He also says that it is the will of the Father that He loses none of those whom the Father gave Him. Now we know that Jesus has power to accomplish the Father's will.
Jesus therefore answered and said unto them, Murmur not among yourselves. No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day. It is written in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of God. Every man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, cometh unto me. Not that any man hath seen the Father, save he which is of God, he hath seen the Father. Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me hath everlasting life.

John 6:43-47
Jesus confirms that no man can come to Him unless the Father draws him, and that every one, excepting none, that have learned of the Father, will definitely come to Him. And we know that whoever does come to Him, He will by no means cast out, by no means, and everyone who believes on Him has, already, everlasting life.

And he said, Therefore said I unto you, that no man can come unto me, except it were given unto him of my Father.

John:65

Again Jesus confirm that no man can come to Him, unless it is given to him by the Father.

John answered and said, A man can receive nothing, except it be given him from heaven.

John 3:27

John confirms that a man cannot receive anything unless it is granted him from heaven, therefore repentance, a contrite heart, faith toward Jesus, is given from heaven. It does not take away from the responsibility of the sinner to actually repent, and to actually believe on Jesus, and to endure to the end.

And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins;

Eph 2:1

Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)

Eph 2:5

We see that Paul confirms that Christ has quickened the believers to faith, when before they were dead in sins, and unable to quicken themselves.

If God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth;

2 Tim 2:25

God has the ability to give man repentance. This does not take away the sinner's responsibility to actually repent when it is granted, but when it is granted, the sinner will repent.

Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; 

Heb 12:2
Jesus is presented as the author, the initiator, the creator of our faith. Therefore we could not have initiated our faith by our own ability. Jesus is also the finisher of our faith, so He will cause us to be faithful to the end. This does not diminish the responsibility of the sinner to repent, and to believe on Jesus, and it doesn't diminish the responsibility of the believer to continually repent, to walk in faith and obedience, and to endure to the end. 

And a certain woman named Lydia, a seller of purple, of the city of Thyatira, which worshipped God, heard us: whose heart the Lord opened, that she attended unto the things which were spoken of Paul.

Acts 16:14
Here we see clearly the power the Lord has to 'open' the heart of a sinner, that he may believe and be saved.

Predestination
And when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad, and glorified the word of the Lord: and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed.

Acts 13:48
Here we see that those who were already ordained to eternal life believed. If it is believed that only those who believes are ordained to eternal life, then this verse poses a problem, because they were already ordained to eternal life, which is why they believed.
And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose. For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren.  Moreover whom he did predestinate, them he also called: and whom he called, them he also justified: and whom he justified, them he also glorified.

Romans 8:28-30

In this verse the order and inclusiveness of events is significant. Everyone He foreknew, He predestined, and called and justified and glorified. 

For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved. But he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God.

John 3:20-21

Wrought in God signifies that the deeds of those who to comes to the light have been created / prepared / wrought in God.

Whosoever believeth that Jesus is the Christ is born of God: and every one that loveth him that begat loveth him also that is begotten of him.

1 John 5:1
Here we see that everyone who believes that Jesus is the Christ is already born of God.

The Sovereignty of God
Declaring the end from the beginning, and from ancient times the things that are not yet done, saying, My counsel shall stand, and I will do all my pleasure: Calling a ravenous bird from the east, the man that executeth my counsel from a far country: yea, I have spoken it, I will also bring it to pass; I have purposed it, I will also do it.

Isaiah 46:10-11

God's counsel shall stand, and He will do all His pleasure, including calling man that executes God's wil. He has spoken it and will definitely bring it to pass, He has purposed it and will also do it. So we see that God has complete power to bring to pass whatever He has purposed, the will of man is not exempted from this.

And all the inhabitants of the earth are reputed as nothing: and he doeth according to his will in the army of heaven, and among the inhabitants of the earth: and none can stay his hand, or say unto him, What doest thou?

Dan 4:35
Likewise here we see that God is not accountable to any man, and may do anything He wills among the inhabitants of earth.

I that speak in righteousness, mighty to save.

Isaiah 63:1
Here we see that Christ has power to save, His power to save is not limited, i.e. By man's unbelief.

For the iniquity of his covetousness was I wroth, and smote him: I hid me, and was wroth, and he went on frowardly in the way of his heart. I have seen his ways, and will heal him: I will lead him also, and restore comforts unto him and to his mourners.

Isaiah 57:17-18

This verse is dear to me, it shows me that God saw his covetousness, and has angry, and smote him, and hid Himself. Even so he still continued frowardly in the way of his heart... But then He says He has seen his ways, and will heal him, and lead him.. i.e. He will lead him to repentance. He will heal him from from his wicked ways. A magnificent verse that I really relate to, and it gives me hope that even though the Lord's anger had not corrected him, yet the Lord promises to heal him and lead him.

The Glory of God
Even every one that is called by my name: for I have created him for my glory, I have formed him; yea, I have made him.

Isaiah 43:7

For of him, and through him, and to him, are all things: to whom be glory for ever. Amen.

Romans 11:36
When trying to understand the doctrines of grace, it really helps me to see that everything is really for the glory of God. Whether a man repents or does not repent, it is all to the glory of Christ in the end. 

Man's inability in depravity
Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God.

Romans 8:7-8

For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not.

Romans 7:18

These verses indicate man's depravity in his sinfulness and his complete inability to please God, outside a work of faith wrought in him by Christ.

The will of man
Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.

John 1:13
This verse indicates that the rebirth of a believer comes not through the will of the flesh or the will of man, but comes only from God. It clearly shows that man has no ability to accomplish his own rebirth, i.e. Coming to faith in Christ.

Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ

Phil 1:6
Christ began a good work of faith and will complete it.

So then it is not of him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but of God that sheweth mercy.

Romans 9:16

Faith and salvation is not about him that wills or runs or works, but by God who shows mercy.

For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.

Phil 2:13

The scripture makes it very clear that God works in believers in order that they would will and do according to His will, so He has a definite ability to influence the will of man. So one may argue that is refers to believers who have already put their faith in Him, but still it indicates God's ability to influence man's will, other scriptures speak to God working repentance in a sinner.
The believer's responsibility to persevere
Behold therefore the goodness and severity of God: on them which fell, severity; but toward thee, goodness, if thou continue in his goodness: otherwise thou also shalt be cut off.

Romans 11:22

And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's sake: but he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved.

Mark 13:13

For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live.

Rom 8:13

Ye have not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin.

Heb 12:4

These scriptures, and many others, brings a sobering balance, reminding the believer that he must endure to the end to be saved. But our hope to endure to the end if not based on our ability and faithfulness, but on the Lord faithfulness and grace.
